P R O C L A M A T I O N

“INDEPENDENCE FROM ILLEGAL SURVEILLANCE DAY”

WHEREAS, the Town of Carrboro showed its commitment to “upholding the human rights of all persons in Carrboro and their free exercise and enjoyment of any and all rights and privileges secured by our constitutions and laws of the United States, the State of North Carolina, and the Town of Carrboro,” on June 25, 2002, by passing a resolution to protect the civil rights and liberties of its residents; and

WHEREAS, the Town of Carrboro became the eighth in the nation, now numbering 399 communities declaring themselves “civil liberties safe zones,” to adopt such a resolution in the wake of the USA Patriot Act and several Executive Orders; and

WHEREAS, The National Security Agency’s (NSA) domestic wiretapping program has raised serious legal concerns under federal law, the First and Fourth Amendments, and the Constitution’s separation of powers; and
WHEREAS, the Town of Carrboro supports the Fourth Amendment of the United States Constitution that states: “The right of the people to be secure in their persons, houses, papers, and effects, against unreasonable searches and seizures, shall not be violated, and no Warrants shall issue, but upon probable cause, supported by Oath or affirmation, and particularly describing the place to be searched, and the persons or things to be seized”;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that I, Mark H. Chilton, Mayor of the Town of Carrboro, North Carolina, do hereby proclaim July 4, 2006, as “INDEPENDENCE FROM ILLEGAL SURVEILLANCE DAY” in Carrboro and commend this observance to all people.
